Infinitives and Gerunds : (Mastarlar ve isim fiiller)

Giris:

ingilizce’de ciimle kurmak aslinda gok basit bir temele dayanir: Once 6zne, ardindan yiiklem (ikisi arasina bazen bir zarf veya
yardimei fiil gelebilir !) ve sonrasinda da nesne sirasini takip ettigimizde basit bir ciimle olusturmus oluruz. ingilizce bir SVO (6zne -
fiil - nesne) dilidir ve en basta bu yon(yle, bir SOV (6zne - nesne - fiil) dili olan Tlirkge’'den ayrilir. Asagida, bu yapidaki bazi ciimleler
ornek olarak verilmistir.

Asagidaki 6rnek cimlelerde oldugu gibi iki fiili arka arkaya kullanmaniz gerektiginde ya iki fiil arasina -to eki getirmeniz (1)
ya da ikinci fiile -ing eki eklemeniz gerekebilir (3). “to” eklediginiz yapilar to - infinitive (to’lu mastar), “-ing” eklenen
yapilarsa gerund form (isimfiil) olarak adlandirilir. Bazi fiillerden sonraysa, her hangi bir eke gerek kalmadan dogrudan
baska bir fiil kullanilabilir (2). Bunlara da infinitive denir.

1. Verbs + to + infinitive :

Asagidaki fiillerden sonra gelen fiiller to-infinitive seklinde kullaniimalidir:

Agree The farmer agrees to sell us some vegetables .

Decide She decided to come early .

Forget My son forgot to post the letter .

Help * We helped to tidy the kitchen (We helped tidy the kitchen)
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Hope I hope to finish the school this year .
Need * We need to study .
Would like * I'd like to drink orange juice . ...gibi.

2. Verbs + Obj. + to +infinitive :

* may be used with or without an object.

** used with Infinitive if the verb has an object. If the verb doesn’t have an object; a gerund is used .

4. Infinitives after be + adjectives :

Gerunds :

Gerund, fiillerin —ing eki almig ve isim gorevinde kullanilan fiillere verilen addir (isimfiil). Yuklemden hemen sonra
kullanilan ikinci fiillerin (V2) bir kismi V + ing halde karsimiza ¢ikar. Peki ne zaman?

1. Verbs+V1+ing:

Asagidaki fiiller kosulsuz olarak, her zaman arkalarindan gerund halindeki bir fiili alirlar:

miss admit discuss postpone anticipate practise understand
appreciate quit avoid recollect recall excuse busy

finish recommend can't help can'tstand  forgive fancy resent
complete remember imagine resist consider involve risk

delay contemplate keep stop defer mean suggest
mention tolerate deny mind .. gibifiillerle.

e.g. She always avoids talking to me.

2. After prepositions :

e.g. | think about leaving the city as soon as possible.

e.g. Never give up training like a dog !

in spite of on the point of in addition to in the course of reason for in case of

e.g. He had a difficulty in speaking fluently when he was a child.

3. As an object after a prepositions :

e.g. | was used to losing my temper very easily.
e.g. She looks forward to hearing of you.

4. After the verb “go” (spare time activities, sports, activities) :

like dislike fancy enjoy detest hate ... gibifillerle.
e.g. They love listening to music.

e.g. She loves fishing aside the river.
e.g. Do you fancy hanging out at nights?
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6. Verbs of perceptions :

Duyu fiilleriyle beraber gerund kullanilir:

see watch notice ** hear catch ** smell ** listen feel **
observe  find **

e.g. | saw him staring at me. (Onu bana bakarken gordiim)
e.g. She caught staring at me. (Onu bana bakarken gordiim)

Eylem sonuna kadar gézlemlendiyse V1 (Bare-yalin), eylemin sadece bir bélimi gdzlemlendi ise ya da Eylem’
gergeklestiginde Eylem? bitiyorsa Ving kullanilir:

e.g. | saw him paint the wall. (= Onun duvari boyadigini gérdim. Yani, tim islemi bastan sona gordum. Infinitive hal bu
anlami verir.)

e.g. | saw him painting the wall. (= Onu duvari boyarken gérdum. Yani, tim iglemin bir kismini gérdim, hepsini degil.
Gerund hal bu anlami verir)

7. Gerund as an adverbial phrase:

Fiillerin gerund halleri bazen isin ne sekilde veya ne zaman yapildigini anlatmak igin zarf (adverb) seklinde de yaygin
olarak kullanilir. Gerundlar bu durumlarda, zarf cimleciklerinin (adverbial phrase) kisaltiimis hallerinde kullanilir ve “-
erek, -arak”, “iken” gibi anlamlari verirler:

Asagidaki cumlede gerund, bir zaman ilgisi saglamak icin kullanilmistir:

e.g. You can't leave him while-he-is crying so sadly|
You can't leave him crying so sadly.| (Onu bdyle kétii sekilde aglarken terk edemezsin.)

Bu climlede ise isin ne sekilde yapildigini anlatmaktadir:

e.g. They robbed the bank, kidnapping even the babies of the clients. (Banka musterilerinin bebeklerini bile rehin alarak
bankayi soydular.)

Gerundlarin bu islevleri, sik sik kitap okuyarak daha kolay anlasilacaktir.

8. Gerunds after “to”:

“To” edatindan sonra gerundalan yapilar asagidadir:

dedicate to be accustomed to in addition to be used to commit to
look forwardto  devote to be opposed to refer to object to
resort to have an objection to obliged to prefer sth to sth
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Additional Notes on Gerunds vs. Infinitives: (Ek notlar)
1. Bazifiillerin gerund veya infinitive seklindeolmalari, anlamlarinda hig bir degisiklige yolagmaz:
begin start continue
e.g. She began to walk in the stree carelessly. = She began walking in the stree carelessly.
2. Bazifiillerde ise anlam farkina sebep olurlar:
remember | remember posting the letter . (I have a memory of past action : posting)
| remembered to post the letter . (I reminded myself to post the letter)
stop | stopped smoking . (I gave up the habit)
| stopped_to smoke . (I stopped doing something and | had a cigarette)

try | tried to sleep . (I wanted to sleep but it was difficult)
| tried counting sheep and taking sleeping pills . (possible ways to sleep)

Yukaridaki drneklerde de gérebileceginiz gibi, gerund halinde kullanilan fiillerdeki climlelerde daha ¢ok bir
“aligkanlik, ge¢mis durum” anlami vardir. Oysa infinitive halindeki ciimlelerde “bir amag, hedef” s6z konusudur.

3. Genel olarak infinitivelerde bir amac, hedef, yonelme s6z konusuyken, gerundlarda bir durum, aligkanlik
anlami agir basmaktadir. Bunu zaten yukaridaki ifade ve 6rneklerden az ¢ok anlamigsinizdir.
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
